This is where you create the Site Data Sheet, which looks like the “old” published Report Manuscript page (manuscript heading, mean daily value table, statistics, and hydrograph).

1. Make sure the following aliases are loaded in your .cshrc file in you home area on novadarlrk (Unix server):


alias adr cd /usr/adr/adr2007

2. Starting from your home area in Unix (novadarlrk%), type swlrk (an alias) to enter Little Rock sites.  To enter Fayetteville sites, type swfay.  (If you try to enter a Fayetteville site under Little Rock, it will give you an error message, and vice-versa.)

Type ls – it should list:
bin

support


(After you create some .xml files, whey will be listed there, too.)


To get back to you home area, type cd \ (enter).
3. Keep track of the stations you complete as you create the .xml files (Print-out and use the End-of-Year list from RMS to use as a checklist.)  If you re-enter a station ID that you have already done, it will re-create the .xml file, over-writing the old one.  It won’t hurt anything, it just wastes your time.

4. Type “bin/sims2adr <station ID>”  (Use the station ID number without any brackets.  (e.g. bin/sims2adr 07047950 This creates L’Anguille River at Palestine, AR)
You cannot create an SDS for more than one station at a time, and you need to enter the entire station ID number, including any trailing zeros.
Next, some ADAPS-looking screens will flash by (similar to running swreview – let it run to the end – it will take about 30 seconds).  There are some blank screens with pauses – don’t do anything, it will start again.  When it has completed, the novadarlrk% prompt will appear again.
5. Type ls   The list should include the file named <Station ID>.2007.sw.xml (07047950.2007.sw.xml in the example used above)
This file can be opened in Word, but if you try to open it in the Unix window, it will just be unintelligible code.

6. Open the file in Word and print out a copy to keep with the office file folder.
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
